BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF

SECTION 1.
MUNICIPAL SEPARATE SCHOOL DISTRICT CREATED

School District for the City of Petal, Forrest County, Mississippi.

SECTION 2.

APPROVAL OF STATE EDUCATION FINANCE
COMMISSION REQUIRED

Before this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect,
the creation of said Petal Municipal Separate School District must
first be approved by the State Education Finance Commission, pur-
suant to Section 37-7-605 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, amended

as recompiled.

SECTION 3.

AUTHORITY FOR CREATION OF PETAL MUNICIPAL
SEPARATE SCHOOL DISTRICT

The Petal Municipal Separate School District is hereby
created pursuant to the authority of the laws of the State of
Mississippi, including, but not limited to, Section 37-7-601 of

the Mississippi Code of 1972, amended as recompiled.

Ordinance 1975-(17), and all resolutions and orders passed

thereon are hereby repealed.
