BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF
THE CITY OF PETAL, MISSISSIPPI:
" SECTION f} The keeping of any animal or bird
whicﬁwby causing frequent or continued noise,
shall disturb the comfort or repose of any per-
son or persons in the vicinity, is hereby prohi-
bited.
SECTION 2: Any person or persons violating the
provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of
a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined
not more than $300.00 or imprisoned not to exceed
thirty (30) days or by both such fine and imprison-
. ment.
SECTION 3: The above and foregoing Ordinance
shall take effect and be in force from and after

May 16, 1980.
