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ORDINANCE 1982 (54)

AN ORDINANCE RESTRICTING SALE OR CONSUMPTION OF
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES, L IMITING TIMES FOR SALE,
PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS THEREOF,
PROVIDING A METHOD OF MEASUREMENT, REPEALING
ORDINANCE 1980 (47), AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE
CITY OF PETAL, MISSISSIPPI:
SECTION I. Definitions:

As used in this Ordinance, the following terms have the
following meanings:

(a) "alcoholic beverage': means any alcoholic
1iquid, including wines of more than 4% of
alcohol by weight, capable of being con-
sumed as a beverage by a human being, but
shall not include wine containing 4% or
less of alcohol by weight and shall not
include beer containing not more than 4%
of alcohol by weight. The words "alcoholic
beverage" shall not include ethyl alcohol
manufactured or distilled solely for fuel
purposes.

(b) "beer and light wines': means any beer or
light wine, capable of being consumed as a
beverage by a human being, containing 4%
or less of alcohol by weight.

(c) "“zoning ordinance": means the zoning
ordinance of the City of Petal, being
Ordinance 1979 (42), as adopted on March
6, 1979, effective April 5, 1979.

SECTION 2. Sale of Alcoholic Beverages Prohibited

The sale of alcoholic beverages, as defined herein, and
as also defined by Section 67-1-5 (a) of the Mississippi Code
of 1972, is hereby prohibited within 2000 feet of any public
school building within the city 1imits of the City of Petal,
Mississippi, or within 500 feet of any church building within
the city limits of the Ccity of Petal, Mississippi, provided
however, that the church building 1is used for a regular meeting

of a congregation exceeding 20 persons, and meeting more than

twice in any week.
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SECTION 3. Sale of Beer and Light Wines Prohibited

The sale of beer and 1ight wines, is prohibited in all
areas of the City which are not zoned either c-1, neighborhood
commercial; C-2, general commercial; C-3, central business
district; I-1, light industrial district; OT I1-2, heavy
industrial district, pursuant to the Zoning Ordinance and
Zoning Map of the Ccity of Petal, as amended.
SECTION 4. Time of Sale Limited

The sale of all alcoholic beverages, beer and light wines,
is hereby prohibited from 12:00 P. M. until 7:00 A, M., on all
days of the week except Sunday; On Sunday, no sale of alcoholic
beverages, beer OT light wines, is permitted whatsoever. In
the event that the laws of the State of Mississippi establish
more restrictive 1imitations on the sale of alcoholic beverages,
beer and 1light wines, if any, then State 1aw shall supersede
this provision of this Ordinance.
SECTION 5. Consumption Prohibited

The public consumption or sale for on premises consumption
of all alcoholic beverages, beer or light wines, is hereby
prohibited within 2000 feet of any public school building with-
in the city 1limits of the City of Petal, Mississippi; the
public consumption or sale for on premises consumption of
alcoholic beverages, beer OT light wines, is hereby prohibited
within 500 feet of any church building, occupied by a congre-
gation of 20 or more members, holding regular services more
than 2 times pet week, in the city limits of the City of Petal,
Mississippi. |
SECTION 6. Penalties

Any person or Persons violating any of the provisions of
this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon COn-
viction thereby shall be fined not more than $300.00, ot

imprisoned not to exceed three (3) months, or by both such

fine and imprisonment.
