ORDINANCE 1984 (59)
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING ANY PERSON, CORPORATION
OR OTHER ORGANIZATION FROM SHOWING, SETTING FORTH, EXHIBITING,
PARTICIPATING IN, PERFORMING, OR TO CAUSE TO BE SHOWN, SET FORTH,
EXHIBITED OR PERFORMED, WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL LIMITS OF THE CITY OF PETAL,
MISSISSIPPI, ANY SHOW, EXHIBITION, OR ENTERPRISE COMMONLY KNOWN AS A CARNIVAL,
FAIR, STREET CARNIVAL, STREET FAIR, MIDWAY, OR OTHER EXHIBIT CONTAINING
ONE OR MORE SIDE SHOWS AND OFFERING TO THE PUBLIC FOR ITS USE, ONE OR MORE
MECHANICAL RIDES OR GAMES OF CHANCE, OR OTHER LIKE DEVICES AND LASTING FOR MORE
THAN ONE CONSECUTIVE DAY; PROVIDING FOR VIOLATION AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE FOR SAID ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of Petal, Mississippi, do
find, determine and adjudicate that those shows commonly known as exhibitions, carni-
vals, fairs, street carnivals, street fair, midway, or other exhibit and containing
one or more side shows and offering to the public for its use one or more mechanical
rides or games of chance or other Tike devices, and lasting for more thap-one consecu-
tive day, are detrimental and harmful to the safety, morals, and gengfé] welfare to
the inhabitants of the City of Petal, Mississippi, and J

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of the City of
Petal, Mississippi:

section 1. It shall be unlawful for any person, corporation, or other organiza-
tion from showing, setting forth, exhibiting, participating in, performing or to cause
to be shown, set forth, exhibited or performed within the municipal limits of the
City of Petal, Mississippi, any show, exhibition or enterprise commonly known as a car-
nival, fair, street carnival, street fair, midway or other exhibit containing one or
more side shows and offering to the public for its use one or more mechanical rides or
games of chance or other like devices and lasting for more than one consecutive day.

SECTION 2. Any person, corporation, or other organization who operates, or who
causes to be operated, or who aids and assists in the operation of any such show, exhi-
bition or enterprise commonly known as a carnival, fair, street carnival, street fair,
midway, or other exhibits containing one or more side shows and offering to the public
for its use one or more mechanical rides or games of chance or other like devices and
lasting for more than one consecutive day, shall be guilty of a violation of this
ordinance.

SECTION 3. Any person, corporation or other organization or legal entity found

guilty of a violation of this ordinance shall, upon conviatian, Ba santanpad t0 pay 2
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fine not exceeding five hundred ($500.00) dollars, or shall be sentenced L0 serve a
period of thirty (30) days in jail or shall be punished by both such fine and impri-
sonment. Each day this Ordinance is violated shall constitute a separate offense.

SECTION 4. It having been found, determined, and adjudicated that the conduct
of any such show, exhibition, or enterprise commonly known as & carnival, fair, street
carnival, street fair, midway, or other exhibits containing one or more side shows, and
offering to the public for its use onc or more mechanical ride or games of chance
or other like devices, and lasting for more than one day: is injurious and detrimen-
tal to the public morals and welfare of the City of Petal, Misssissippi, and the inha-
bitants therein, this ordinance shall be effective immediately wupon its passage,
adoption and approval.

The foregoing Ordinance having been reduced to writing, the same was introduced
and read and a vote was taken thereon, first section by section, and then upon the
ordinance as a whole with the following results:
