ORDINANCE 1993 (78)

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE REMOVAL AND PLANTING OF
TREES; REQUIRING A PERMIT FOR THE PLANTING,
MAINTENANCE OR REMOVAL OF TREES IN PUBLIC PLACES;
PROVIDING FOR THE PROTECTION OF TREES; ESTABLISHING
A TREE COMMISSION AND PRESCRIBING ITS DUTIES; AND
PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF AND
AMENDING THE CITY CODE TO CODIFY THE SAME

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
PETAL, MISSISSIPPI, AS FOLLOWS, TO WIT:

SECTION 1. INTENT AND PURPOSE

The intent of this Ordinance is to aid in the
stabilization of soil by the prevention of erosion
and sedimentation; to reduce storm water runoff and
the costs associated therewith and replenish ground
wvater aupplies; to aid in the removal of carbon
dioxide and generation of oxygen in the atmoaphere;
to provide a buffer and screen against noise
pollution; to provide protection against severe
veather; to aid in the control of drainage and
restoration of denuded soil subsequent to
construction or grading; to provide a haven for
birds which in turn assist in +the control of
ingects; to protect and increase property values; to
conserve and enhance the physical environment and
aegsthetics; and generally to protect and enhance the
quality of 1life and the general welfare of the

citizens of the City of Petal.

SECTION 11. DEFINITIONS
A. Person is any public or private individual,
group, company, firm, corporation,

partnership, association, society or any

other combination of human beings whether
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and produces shoots or trunks from the base.

D. Removal is the actual removal or causing the
effective removal through damaging,
poisoning or other direct or indirect
actions resulting in the death of a tree.

E. Public Place is public parks, playgrounds,
trails, paths and other recreational areas
and other public open spaces; public scenic
and historic sites; public facilities and
their grounds and public right-of-ways.

SECTION 111. CREATION AND ESTABLISHMENT OF A CITY

TREE COMMISSION.

There isg hereby created and established a City Tree
Commission which shall consist of five members
citizene and residents of Petal who =ehall be
appointed and approved by the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen.
SECTION IV. TERM OF OFFICE; COMPENSATION.
The terms of the commissioners shall bhe three (3)
years. On the first commission, one (i) member
shall be appointed for one year, two (2) wmembers
shall be appointed for twvo years and two (2) membersa
ghall be appointed for three years. Thereafter,
appointmente shall be made for three years with
persons to serve until their successors are
appointed and qualified.

In the event that a vacancy shall occur during the

term of any member, a successor shall be appainted

in like manner as above for the unexpired portion of

the term. Members of the commission shall serve

vithout compensation.
